Under John Wesley hundreds of people would “fall under the power,”
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We cannot see  the holy spirit any more than we can see the wind, but we see the results of the wind.  God does some things in this sense realm so people can see.  He demonstrates His power to let people know that He is at work.

John 18:1  When he had finished praying, Jesus left with his disciples and crossed the Kidron Valley. On the other side there was an olive grove, and he and his disciples went into it.:2  Now Judas, who betrayed him, knew the place, because Jesus had often met there with his disciples.:3  So Judas came to the grove, guiding a detachment of soldiers and some officials from the chief priests and Pharisees. They were carrying torches, lanterns and weapons.:4  Jesus, knowing all that was going to happen to him, went out and asked them, "Who is it you want?" 5  "Jesus of Nazareth," they replied. "I am he," Jesus said. (And Judas the traitor was standing there with them.) 6  When Jesus said, "I am he," they drew back and fell to the ground.

If people fell over backward in the presence of  Jesus then than they should now.  Jesus is the same yesterday, today and forever more.  And the Bible says In Mat. 18:20

Mat 18:20  For where two or three come together in my name, there am I with them."

Mat 28:1  After the Sabbath, at dawn on the first day of the week, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to look at the tomb. 2  There was a violent earthquake, for an angel of the Lord came down from heaven and, going to the tomb, rolled back the stone and sat on it. 3  His appearance was like lightning, and his clothes were white as snow.:4  The guards were so afraid of him that they shook and became like dead men.

Mat 17:1  After six days Jesus took with him Peter, James and John the brother of James, and led them up a high mountain by themselves. 2  There he was transfigured before them. His face shone like the sun, and his clothes became as white as the light. 3  Just then there appeared before them Moses and Elijah, talking with Jesus. 4  Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, it is good for us to be here. If you wish, I will put up three shelters--one for you, one for Moses and one for Elijah." 5  While he was still speaking, a bright cloud enveloped them, and a voice from the cloud said, "This is my Son, whom I love; with him I am well pleased. Listen to him!" 6  When the disciples heard this, they fell facedown to the ground, terrified.

Acts 9:1  Meanwhile, Saul was still breathing out murderous threats against the Lord's disciples. He went to the high priest 2  and asked him for letters to the synagogues in Damascus, so that if he found any there who belonged to the Way, whether men or women, he might take them as prisoners to Jerusalem.  3 As he neared Damascus on his journey, suddenly a light from heaven flashed around him. 4  He fell to the ground and heard a voice say to him, "Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me?"

Acts 26:14  We all fell to the ground, and I heard a voice saying to me in Aramaic, 'Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me? It is hard for you to kick against the goads.'

In Acts 9 it says he fell to the earth...”

When Paul recites it over in Acts 26:14,  he says they all fell.  The others didn’t get anything, but they fell anyway.  They came into contact with the supernatural.  

3 Kinds of Prostration.

1. Voluntary Prostration.  (Example: Lunke 17:16)  This is whne we fall on our knees, on our faces, before God, to worship, to pray, to intercede and to give thanks.  In Ephesians 3 Paul says “ I bow my kness unto the Father of the Lord Jesus Christ” 

2. Prostration under a heavy burden of Prayer  (Example:  Mat 26:36-39)  “Jesus in Gethsemane, “began to be sorrowful and very heavy.  Then saith he unto them, My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto death...And he wen a littl farther, AND FELL ON HIS FACE, and prayer,.  There is a travail in the spirit (Gal. 4:19

3,  Being overwhelmed by God’s presence:  The kind of prostation which is our subject is beyond the first two;  it is being overwhelmed with God’s divine presence.

Ezekiel 1:28

Ezek 1:28  Like the appearance of a rainbow in the clouds on a rainy day, so was the radiance around him. This was the appearance of the likeness of the glory of the LORD. When I saw it, I fell facedown, and I heard the voice of one speaking.

Ezek 2:1  He said to me, "Son of man, stand up on your feet and I will speak to you."

Ezek 2:2  As he spoke, the Spirit came into me and raised me to my feet, and I heard him speaking to me.

2 Chr 5:13  The trumpeters and singers joined in unison, as with one voice, to give praise and thanks to the LORD. Accompanied by trumpets, cymbals and other instruments, they raised their voices in praise to the LORD and sang: "He is good; his love endures forever." Then the temple of the LORD was filled with a cloud, :14  and the priests could not perform their service because of the cloud, for the glory of the LORD filled the temple of God.

The Shechinah glory of God Came in like a cloud and filled the Temple.

In the Old Testament, they were living under a type and shadow of what we have now.

Thank God for the glory of God.  You can feel it in manifestation-and sometimes you can see it.
