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Teaching is about the prophetic word given on Wednesday night. 
34:1  …….. Delivered from Fear 

How many fears are we delivered from?

You are about to be delivered from every single one of your fears.  And if you are delivered from all of your fears that means, you are going to be able to walk in supernatural faith.  Things will happen and situations will come that used to rattle your world but thank God, you will be delivered from all of your fears. 

When you get delivered from every one of your fears you lose all confidence in the devil. The devil needs your fear in order to do some things in your life.  As God needs your faith to do things in your life the devil needs your fear.  The devil needs your fear to things in your life.  And you want to cut off all his power.  How many of you want to make the devil powerless in your life? Then seek the Lord and let Him deliver you from every one of your fears.  You need to say “I’m not afraid of that Mr. Devil!”  I have sought the Lord and He has delivered me from every one of your fears and delivered me unto his Word.  You need to exchange your fear for the Word and promise of God.  When the devil comes at you with things that would cause you to be dismayed and upset and cause you to get a little afraid turn the Word of God on.  
Fear will make you change direction. Fear will make you lose focus and change your mind.  It will even cause you to stop walking in the light of the Word.  It may not stop you for the long haul but it will stop you for a day sometimes.  Fear will cause you to stop walking in joy for a day.  We can not afford not to walk for a day.  We can’t afford not to be in joy even for an hour.  The bible says give no place to the devil.

God is about to deliver the saints from all fear because they are going to be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might which is the Word of God.  
Anything that causes you not to obey God is fear.  Faith causes you to obey.  No matter what circumstance or situation you must obey God.  Not based on what you see about you, not based on what is around you,  not what you see or don’t see in your checking account, not what you see in the attitudes of the people around and about you, that’s not going to deliver you.  You have got to be delivered by the Word of God.   

I sought the Lord and He heard me and delivered me from all of my fears and God will deliver you from fear by giving you supernatural Words from the Holy Ghost.  And He’ll tell you to wait on Him.  If God says He will do something for you. He will do it.  If you run from the Word of God you will be running all your life.

We can make things happen.  You can change so things and alter some things and move around here and then over there.  And do many things.  But I want God’s best!  I want His Word.  I want what He said.  I don’t want something that looks like what he said. I want exactly what He said.  And we’ve got to learn to wait on it.

I sought the Lord and He delivered me from every one of my fears.  When you are delivered from fears it just doesn’t mean that not shaking in your boots anymore it means that you are confident in the Word of God.  
Something good… 

something just right…. 

is going to happen to me.  

We’ve got to be confident in that.    Hallelujah.

You may say “well, this one is acting up or that one is acting up….”  I’m not going to worry about a thing.  God’s says “My Word of promise is greater than anything you may face.  My Word is greater than anyone you may know.” 

He’s Word will do it alone.

He told Gideon that he would win.  And in the process of time he took him to some water to see who would lap like a dog and caught some off.  But thank God, Gideon did not base his faith on how many men he had he based his faith on what God said.  

You must too say “The Lord has spoken and I choose to believe God.”  Hallelujah!  It is a choice.  It goes beyond selfish ambition.  

People would say to me “Brother why are you still holding on?”  I would and will say “I’ve heard God.”  They say, “Don’t you know that you could be doing better….”  I’d say “The best thing is the will of God.  The safest place in the whole wide world is in the will of God.”    
When your faith is tried

The devil will do things.  Each time my faith was tried in doing my ministry. I would be walking like a giant and then all of a sudden. I would get 15 minute panic attacks.  I would have to address this problem.  I was looking to do anything to make things better.  And what delivered me from all my fear was prophetic PROMISES of God, I got during seasons of prayer.  The Word of the Lord came to me.  And every time fear arose the only answer I’d get is what he said.   One of the Words that held me every time I brought it up or spoke it out of my mouth faith would arise.  
The promise was that those that God entrusted to me at Nations Church would be green and prosper and reign.  I wanted to give up.  I wanted to hang it all up.  But God said that they would be green. 

We have to depend on what the Lord says.  I see a green leaf and it shall come to pass.  And then it got even better.  Faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of the Lord.  Your faith needs to arise.  I can tell you things that help me out and I hope that you will apply it to your life.  Because there are going to comes some situations in your life.  There are some promises that you’ve got that not going to see anything in the nature for a while.  
You will say “ I don’t see how it’s all going to work out.  It looks like it’s all going the other way and I don’t understand it…”

This will help you out.  Outward circumstance will not develop your faith.  I would think if seventy five more people would show up on Sunday morning my faith would really be increased. No I’d be excited but that would be in the natural.  Don’t base your faith on what you see.  Don’t base you faith on what you hear from everybody. Don’t base your faith on what you see, hear or feel unless it’s the Word of God that you hear.  Don’t base you faith on any of those things.  The only base your faith on God’s promises.
