Prov 11:4  Riches profit not in the day of wrath: but righteousness delivereth from death.

Isa 48:17  Thus saith the LORD, thy Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel; I am the LORD thy God which teacheth thee to profit, which leadeth thee by the way that thou shouldest go.

Mark 8:36  For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul?

Profit:  5623. opheleo, o-fel-eh'-o; from the same as G5622; to be useful, i.e. to benefit:--advantage, better, prevail, profit.

Gain:  2770. kerdaino, ker-dah'-ee-no, from G2771; to gain (lit. or fig.):--(get) gain, win.

Lose: 2210. zemioo, dzay-mee-o'-o; from G2209; to injure, i.e. (reflex. or pass.) to experience detriment:--be cast away, receive damage, lose, suffer loss.

Soul:  5590. psuche, psoo-khay'; from G5594; breath, i.e. (by impl.) spirit, abstr. or concr. (the animal sentient principle only; thus distinguished on the one hand from G4151, which is the rational and immortal soul; and on the other from G2222, which is mere vitality, even of plants: these terms thus exactly correspond respectively to the Heb. H5315, H7307 and H2416):--heart (+ -ily), life, mind, soul, + us, + you.

1 Cor 10:33  Even as I please all men in all things, not seeking mine own profit, but the profit of many, that they may be saved.

1 Cor 12:7  But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal.

Manifestation: 5321. phanerosis, fan-er'-o-sis; from G5319; exhibition, i.e. (fig.) expression, (by extens.) a bestowment:--manifestation.

Profit:  4851. sumphero, soom-fer'-o; from G4862 and G5342 (includ. its alt.); to bear together (contribute), i.e. (lit.) to collect, or (fig.) to conduce; espec. (neut. part. as noun) advantage:--be better for, bring together, be expedient (for), be good, (be) profit (-able for).

Heb 4:2  For unto us was the gospel preached, as well as unto them: but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it.

Heb 4:3  For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, As I have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter into my rest: although the works were finished from the foundation of the world.

Heb 4:4  For he spake in a certain place of the seventh day on this wise, And God did rest the seventh day from all his works.

Heb 4:5  And in this place again, If they shall enter into my rest.

Heb 4:6  Seeing therefore it remaineth that some must enter therein, and they to whom it was first preached entered not in because of unbelief:

Heb 4:7  Again, he limiteth a certain day, saying in David, To day, after so long a time; as it is said, To day if ye will hear his voice, harden not your hearts.

Heb 4:8  For if Jesus had given them rest, then would he not afterward have spoken of another day.

Heb 4:9  There remaineth therefore a rest to the people of God.

Heb 4:10  For he that is entered into his rest, he also hath ceased from his own works, as God did from his.

Arguments and motives to faith and hope in our approaches to God

Heb 4:11  Let us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief.
