The Multitude in the Book of Mark

Multitude: 3793. ochlos, okh'-los; from a der. of G2192 (mean. a vehicle); a throng (as borne along); by impl. the rabble; by extens. a class of people; fig. a riot:--company, multitude, number (of people), people, press.

OT: 7230. rob, robe; from H7231; abundance (in any respect):--abundance (-antly), all, X common [sort], excellent, great (-ly, -ness, number), huge, be increased, long, many, more in number, most, much, multitude, plenty (-ifully), X very [age].

Mark 2:13  And he went forth again by the sea side; and all the multitude resorted unto him, and he taught them. 14  And as he passed by, he saw Levi the son of Alphaeus sitting at the receipt of custom, and said unto him, Follow me. And he arose and followed him.

Jesus tells the Levi to follow not the multitude..

Mark 3:7  But Jesus withdrew himself with his disciples to the sea: and a great multitude from Galilee followed him, and from Judaea, 8  And from Jerusalem, and from Idumaea, and from beyond Jordan; and they about Tyre and Sidon, a great multitude, when they had heard what great things he did, came unto him.

Mark 3:9  And he spake to his disciples, that a small ship should wait on him because of the multitude, lest they should throng him. 10  For he had healed many; insomuch that they pressed upon him for to touch him, as many as had plagues.:11  And unclean spirits, when they saw him, fell down before him, and cried, saying, Thou art the Son of God.

Mark 3:19  And Judas Iscariot, which also betrayed him: and they went into an house.

Mark 3:20  And the multitude cometh together again, so that they could not so much as eat bread.

Mark 4:1  And he began again to teach by the sea side: and there was gathered unto him a great multitude, so that he entered into a ship, and sat in the sea; and the whole multitude was by the sea on the land.

Mark 4:2  And he taught them many things by parables, and said unto them in his doctrine,  3  Hearken; Behold, there went out a sower to sow:
Mark 4:36  And when they had sent away the multitude, they took him even as he was in the ship. And there were also with him other little ships.

Mark 5:31  And his disciples said unto him, Thou seest the multitude thronging thee, and sayest thou, Who touched me? 32  And he looked round about to see her that had done this thing. 33  But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what was done in her, came and fell down before him, and told him all the truth. 34  And he said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of thy plague.

Mark 7:32  And they bring unto him one that was deaf, and had an impediment in his speech; and they beseech him to put his hand upon him.:33  And he took him aside from the multitude, and put his fingers into his ears, and he spit, and touched his tongue;

Mark 7:34  And looking up to heaven, he sighed, and saith unto him, Ephphatha, that is, Be opened.:35  And straightway his ears were opened, and the string of his tongue was loosed, and he spake plain.

Mark 8:1  In those days the multitude being very great, and having nothing to eat, Jesus called his disciples unto him, and saith unto them,  2  I have compassion on the multitude, because they have now been with me three days, and have nothing to eat:  3  And if I send them away fasting to their own houses, they will faint by the way: for divers of them came from far.

Mark 9:14  And when he came to his disciples, he saw a great multitude about them, and the scribes questioning with them.:15  And straightway all the people, when they beheld him, were greatly amazed, and running to him saluted him. 16  And he asked the scribes, What question ye with them?:17  And one of the multitude answered and said, Master, I have brought unto thee my son, which hath a dumb spirit; 18  And wheresoever he taketh him, he teareth him: and he foameth, and gnasheth with his teeth, and pineth away: and I spake to thy disciples that they should cast him out; and they could not.

Mark 9:19  He answereth him, and saith, O faithless generation, how long shall I be with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him unto me.

Mark 14:43  And immediately, while he yet spake, cometh Judas, one of the twelve, and with him a great multitude with swords and staves, from the chief priests and the scribes and the elders.

Mark 15:8  And the multitude crying aloud began to desire him to do as he had ever done unto them.:9  But Pilate answered them, saying, Will ye that I release unto you the King of the Jews? 10  For he knew that the chief priests had delivered him for envy.

Mark 15:11  But the chief priests moved the people, that he should rather release Barabbas unto them. 12  And Pilate answered and said again unto them, What will ye then that I shall do unto him whom ye call the King of the Jews?

Mark 15:13  And they cried out again, Crucify him.
Mark 15:14  Then Pilate said unto them, Why, what evil hath he done? And they cried out the more
