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Exo 17:8  Then came Amalek, and fought with Israel in Rephidim.

The Amalekites were descendants of Amalek, a grandson of Esau.  They were a fierce nomadic tribe they lived in the desert region of the Dead Sea.  They made part of their livelihood by conducting frequent raids on other settlements and carrying off booty. They killed for pleasure  One of the greatest insults in Israelite culture was to call someone “a friend of Amalek”.” When the Israelites entered the region, the Amalekites saw this as a perfect opportunity for bother pleasure and profit.  But this hostile tribe was moving in on the wrong group – a people of God.   For the Israelite slaves to defeat such a warlike nation was more than enough proof that God was with tem as he had promised to be.

Gen 32:28  And he said, Thy name shall be called no more Jacob, but Israel: for as a prince hast thou power with God and with men, and hast prevailed.

Exo 17:9  And Moses said unto Joshua, Choose us out men, and go out, fight with Amalek: to morrow I will stand on the top of the hill with the rod of God in mine hand.

Exo 17:10  So Joshua did as Moses had said to him, and fought with Amalek: and Moses, Aaron, and Hur went up to the top of the hill.

Num 27:18  And the LORD said unto Moses, Take thee Joshua the son of Nun, a man in whom is the spirit, and lay thine hand upon him;
Num 27:19  And set him before Eleazar the priest, and before all the congregation; and give him a charge in their sight.

Num 27:20  And thou shalt put some of thine honour upon him, that all the congregation of the children of Israel may be obedient.

Num 27:21  And he shall stand before Eleazar the priest, who shall ask counsel for him after the judgment of Urim before the LORD: at his word shall they go out, and at his word they shall come in, both he, and all the children of Israel with him, even all the congregation.
