Prov 10:12  Hatred stirreth up strifes: but love covereth all sins.

Prov 15:17  Better is a dinner of herbs where love is, than a stalled ox and hatred therewith.  15:18  A wrathful man stirreth up strife: but he that is slow to anger appeaseth strife.

Prov 17:9  He that covereth a transgression seeketh love; but he that repeateth a matter separateth very friends.

John 13:34  A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another.

John 13:35  By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.

Love:  25. agapao, ag-ap-ah'-o; perh. from  agan (much) [or comp. H5689]; to love (in a social or moral sense):--(be-) love (-ed). Comp. G5368.

Mat 24:9  Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name's sake.

Mat 24:10  And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one another, and shall hate one another.

Mat 24:11  And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many.

Mat 24:12  And because iniquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax cold.

Mat 24:13  But he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.

Offend:  4624. skandalizo, skan-dal-id'-zo ("scandalize"); from G4625; to entrap, i.e. trip up (fig. stumble [trans.] or entice to sin, apostasy or displeasure):--(make to) offend.

Betray:  3860. paradidomi, par-ad-id'-o-mee; from G3844 and G1325; to surrender, i.e. yield up, intrust, transmit:--betray, bring forth, cast, commit, deliver (up), give (over, up), hazard, put in prison, recommend.

Hate:  3404. miseo, mis-eh'-o; from a prim.  misos (hatred); to detest (espec. to persecute); by extens. to love less:--hate (-ful).

The Endurance of Love:

Endure:  5278. hupomeno, hoop-om-en'-o; from G5259 and G3306; to stay under (behind), i.e. remain; fig. to undergo, i.e. bear (trials), have fortitude, persevere:--abide, endure, (take) patient (-ly), suffer, tarry behind.

Love never fails....   With out love you are a failure.  The power of God worketh by love..

John 14:13  And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son.  14:14  If ye shall ask any thing in my name, I will do it.  14:15  If ye love me, keep my commandments.   14:16  And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;   14:17  Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.
