"What is Prosperous Living?" - Prosperity Defined

PROSPER: The Greek word for "prosper" is euodoo (pronounced yoo-od-o'-o).6 Its meaning includes to succeed in reaching, to succeed in business affairs, a prosperous journey, to cause to prosper and be successful. .

It is clear from these initial Scriptures that God desires His people to prosper!

Let's take a moment to look at the opposite side of prosperity; that is, poverty and lack. We can learn much about what something is by looking at what it is not. Let's see what the Bible has to say about poverty and lack - what it is, who it is for and where it comes from. In particular, we want to answer this question: Is God the Author of poverty and lack for His divine reasons?

_ . Psalm 34:10

Psa 34:10  The young lions do lack, and suffer hunger: but they that seek the LORD shall not want any good thing.

Will those who seek the Lord have lack?

10. Proverbs 6:6-11; 20:13

Prov 6:6-11  Go to the ant, thou sluggard; consider her ways, and be wise: 7  Which having no guide, overseer, or ruler,  8  Provideth her meat in the summer, and gathereth her food in the harvest.  9  How long wilt thou sleep, O sluggard? when wilt thou arise out of thy sleep?  10  Yet a little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to sleep: 11  So shall thy poverty come as one that travelleth, and thy want as an armed. man.

Prov 20:13  Love not sleep, lest thou come to poverty; open thine eyes, and thou shalt be satisfied with bread.

Now that we know God wants us to prosper, we must determine from the Bible God's definition of prosperity.

B. GOD'S DEFINITION OF OUR PROSPERITY

We will find that God uses a variety of terms and examples to define prosperity. Although '_
our main focus during the course of this book is on God's plan for our prosperity in the material and financial areas, in this section we want to take a brief look at four basic areas of prosperity: 

1. Spiritual blessings

2. Material blessings

3. Financial blessings 

4. Relational blessings

(Prosperity also includes the physical blessings of our health and healing; however, we won't be studying the subject of healing in this workbook.)
