Rom 13:1

Rom 13:1  Let every soul be subject unto the higher powers. For there is no power but of God: the powers that be are ordained of God. 2  Whosoever therefore resisteth the power, resisteth the ordinance of God: and they that resist shall receive to themselves damnation.:3  For rulers are not a terror to good works, but to the evil. Wilt thou then not be afraid of the power? do that which is good, and thou shalt have praise of the same: 4  For he is the minister of God to thee for good. But if thou do that which is evil, be afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is the minister of God, a revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil. 5  Wherefore ye must needs be subject, not only for wrath, but also for conscience sake.:6  For for this cause pay ye tribute also: for they are God's ministers, attending continually upon this very thing. 7  Render therefore to all their dues: tribute to whom tribute is due; custom to whom custom; fear to whom fear; honour to whom honour.

Subject:  5293. hupotasso, hoop-ot-as'-so; from G5259 and G5021; to subordinate; reflex. to obey:--be under obedience (obedient), put under, subdue unto, (be, make) subject (to, unto), be (put) in subjection (to, under), submit self unto.

Powers:  1849. exousia, ex-oo-see'-ah; from G1832 (in the sense of ability); privilege, i.e. (subj.) force, capacity, competency, freedom, or (obj.) mastery (concr. magistrate, superhuman, potentate, token of control), delegated influence:--authority, jurisdiction, liberty, power, right, strength.

Ordained:  5021. tasso, tas'-so; a prol. form of a prim. verb (which latter appears only in certain tenses); to arrange in an orderly manner, i.e. assign or dispose (to a certain position or lot):--addict, appoint, determine, ordain, set.

There are three Higher Powers.

The First and Highest power or authority, is God.

He is the supreme authority of all creation.

The other two positions of authority in this higher realm are truth and the consicene of man.

Veracious authority.  

Veracious means truth.  There is an authority the accompanies truth.  

Ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.  (John 8:32)

Trugh carries authority 

Nothing contrary to Scripture can b e truth.

Nothin in addition to Scripture can be ninding.  

It is the responsibility of every believer to search the Scriptures and learn the truth.

Gal 1:9

Acts 17:10-12

Acts 17:10  And the brethren immediately sent away Paul and Silas by night unto Berea: who coming thither went into the synagogue of the Jews. 11  These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.12 Therefore many of them believed; also of honourable women which were Greeks, and of men, not a few.

Even when they heard God’s Word from the Apostle Paul – a man who had more revelation than anyone – they still checked him by the Scriptures.  They searched the scriptures daily, whether these things were so.  

Everything in the Bible is truly stated, but not everything in the Bible is true.  

Example:

There is truth in God’s Word, but the wisdom of God is hidden and must be searched for.

Only when you prove the Word in Your own heart will you be established and not tossed about with every wind of doctrine.  (Eph 4:14)

Eph 4:10  He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill all things.)

Eph 4:11  And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;

Eph 4:12  For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

Eph 4:13  Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:

Eph 4:14  That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;

Eph 4:15  But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ:

Apostle:  652. apostolos, ap-os'-tol-os; from G649; a delegate; spec. an ambassador of the Gospel; officially a commissioner of Christ ["apostle"] (with miraculous powers):--apostle, messenger, he that is sent.

Become solid, Concrete, and established in what you believe.  

Conscience

When the Bible uses the conscience, it is referring to the heart.  Conscience can be broken down into two words: Co- And Science.  Co- means two and sience means knowledge.  Man is a product of two kinds of knowledge: a knowledge which comes from above and a knowledge which comes from within.

When a certain act brings damaging effects it is wrong.  

The knowledge you receive from your heart and from your head forms your conscience.  The knowlegege of the Word of God Supersedes natural knowledge; therefore, you must act on the Word.  If you fail to, your heart will condemn you.  When your heart know to do the Word of God, but you rebel, your heart will condemn you.
