Faith

No.  Faith is a walk.  If you’re not continually striving or pushing for the impossible, believing God to do something, you are growing out of faith.  We should always be to the level where we are stretching our faith.  So stretch your faith.  God can do anything, it can always be better, never be complacent with where you are.  Never get settled in. There are some people, that as soon as they’ve got all the bills paid and they feel as though they are finally getting it all together, they develop a “we’ve arrived” mentality, but they haven’t arrived to the place where God really wants them to be.

We will only know Jesus as we exercise and stretch our faith.  We’ll only get to know God more intimately as we stretch ourselves to believe Him to do what He said He will do.  

Faith pleases God.  How many of you want to please God.  Brother Jesse and several others of you have given a word, and I couldn’t put it all together, so I left it alone for a season.  Brother Jesse said that God was going to be dealing with us on the area of confidence.  How many of you have that word on the inside of your heart.  God’s been talking to us about confidence.  As I went out yesterday, I realized that I haven’t been stretching my faith the way that I’ve been taught.  I’ve not been exercising or using my faith to the level that God trained me to use my faith.

But God wants us to exercise faith, because there are things that He wants to do.  He’s looking for some crazy people that will trust Him and believe in Him, so that He can get His job done.  He wants people that can do things beyond what they can do in their natural ability.  
When you know what you have, that will be your limit.  God’s looking for some limitless people that will stretch their mentality, people that will stretch their heart to believe God to do impossible things.

It’s a walk and work of faith.  There are several things that we can do to encourage our faith.  Let’s go to the book of Proverbs, because I’ve seen some things in the spirit.  How many of you want to go on this walk with me.  I pulled into the building tonight, and I saw with the eyes of faith.  I saw something beautiful and I said, “I’ll take it!”  So we’re going to go through and do this walk of faith.

Let’s go to Proverbs chapter 3 verse 5.  

Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; 
and lean not unto thine own understanding.

In all thy ways acknowledge him, 
and he shall direct thy paths.
Be not wise in thine own eyes: 
fear the LORD, and depart from evil.
Proverbs 3:5-7
The book of Proverbs teaches us that we are to trust in the Lord with our whole heart, and not just a part of it.  
Don’t be so wise as to plot out everything without the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.  The fear of God causes us to calculate God in everything we do.  Faith keeps us in check.  God wants to know what your next step of faith is going to be.  We now understand that we’ve accomplished several things in ministry, and we’ve gotten to the place where it is easy to become complacent with our accomplishments, but God says “No, stretch your faith! And lean not to your own understanding.”  There are some things that your are not going to be able to understand or figure out, but there’s one person you need to understand, and that is Jesus Christ.  He’s the God that can do everything and anything, and you can take Him at His word. You can believe God for anything, and He will do exactly what you trust Him to do.

Prov 3:25  Be not afraid of sudden fear, 
neither of the desolation of the wicked, when it cometh.

For the LORD shall be thy confidence, 
and shall keep thy foot from being taken.

Now we’ve talked about this several times, that fear is throughout all this land.  Sudden fear came, and all of a sudden those that were once secure have lost their security. God will bless you, He’ll meet you right where you are, but you’ve got to have faith to stand through difficult circumstances and situations.  You have to learn to hold on and not let go.  You must learn how to wrap yourself in the promises of God, and say “This situation is going to work out, I’m going to out stand the devil.”  You must learn how to be outstanding, by out waiting the devil.  People don’t like to hear about waiting on the Lord, but He will come to you  when you wait.  

The hope, which is the expectation, of the righteous shall be gladness, but the expectation of the wicked shall perish.  The righteous shall never be removed.  You can get up and run away.  It didn’t say they couldn’t move themselves, it said they couldn’t be removed.

The Righteous Shall Never Be Removed
So don’t be moved.

The devil can’t move you from your promise, you’d have to get up and run.  He can speak evil things to your heart, and evil things to your mind.  He can manipulate circumstances and situations, but you can outstand anything, if you have the kind of faith that says “The righteous shall never be removed.”  I’m going to stand no matter what comes.  
We went through some circumstances and situations in this church, and people said, “I can’t believe they’re still there.”  We stood on the word of God and said “The righteous shall never be removed.”  

They would say, “How are they holding on so long?”  We don’t know, but one thing we know is that the Word of God says “The righteous shall never be removed.”  You can stand if you want to stand, faith works. 
You must learn how to hold on.  I’ve known people that have held on to houses without paying a house note for a year.  The righteous, those that follow the word of God and believe in God, they shall never be removed.  Some people give up too soon, they quit much too early.  They allow things to stop them, but you’ve got to learn to hold on and never give up.  Even in death we can rise again.

Stretch Your Faith For Great Things
We’re about to stretch our faith for great things.  We’re about to hear God and go for the promise of God.  We must learn how to do that.  I believe God wants to do something, and I believe that this is our year.  We used to sing the song “This is our year to be blessed, this is our year to have the best . . .”   Yes, I do believe this is our year.  Some people have flashbacks, I’m starting to have “flashforwards,”  People that hang around the devil have flashbacks, the way used to be, but I’m starting to see little pictures of the future, visions.  You need to start having flashforwards.  Something is about to happen, something good is about to happen to us.  So, we’re going to have to develop our faith so that we can receive what God has for us.

God Can Do Anything

First of all, I want to let you know that God can do anything, and will do anything for those that believe Him.  How many of you want to be blessed this year, how many of you want to be blessed abundantly, beyond measure?  How many of you thought that couldn’t happen, and then you experienced what God can do?

The best is yet to come, I have a couple of blessing scriptures to give you.

He that tilleth his land shall be satisfied with bread:
 but he that followeth vain persons is void of understanding.

The wicked desireth the net of evil men: 
but the root of the righteous yieldeth fruit.
Proverbs 12:11-12

What yields fruit?  Roots yield fruit.  You can cut a plant off and stick it in water, but it’s not going to produce fruit.  It will be green, it will survive for a while, but it won’t produce any fruit.  Only roots yield fruit.  Only people that have the ability to stick in there and hold on, and to ground themselves will be able to bear much fruit.

You’ve heard me mention before, the four seasons of faith, how that some were not able to bear fruit, because they did not have deep roots, so they withered up and dried up.  There are a lot of people who look real green, but if they don’t have deep roots, they’ll never bear fruit.  A lot of people are unfruitful in their lives, because they can stick to anything.  Are you willing to wait long enough to bear fruit?  Are you willing to till your own land, to hold on to a promise until the manifestation of fruitfulness comes?
