Quicken :  new2421. chayah, khaw-yaw'; a prim. root [comp. H2331, H2424]; to live whether lit. or fig.; causat, to revive:--keep (leave, make) alive, X certainly, give (promise) life, (let, suffer to) live, nourish up, preserve (alive), quicken, recover, repair, restore (to life), revive, (X God) save (alive, life, lives), X surely, be whole.

Isa 57:15  For thus saith the high and lofty One that inhabiteth eternity, whose name is Holy; I dwell in the high and holy place, with him also that is of a contrite and humble spirit, to revive the spirit of the humble, and to revive the heart of the contrite ones.

Contrite: 1793. dakka', dak-kaw'; from H1792; crushed (lit. powder or fig. contrite):--contrite,    destruction.

Humble: 8217. shaphal, shaw-fawl'; from H8213; depressed, lit. or fig.:--base (-st), humble, low (-er, -ly).
Isa 57:16  For I will not contend for ever, neither will I be always wroth: for the spirit should fail before me, and the souls which I have made.

Isa 57:17  For the iniquity of his covetousness was I wroth, and smote him: I hid me, and was wroth, and he went on frowardly in the way of his heart.

Hid: 5641. cathar, saw-thar'; a prim. root; to hide (by covering), lit. or fig.:--be absent, keep close, conceal, hide (self), (keep) secret, X surely.

Isa 57:18  I have seen his ways, and will heal him: I will lead him also, and restore comforts unto him and to his mourners.

Isa 57:19  I create the fruit of the lips; Peace, peace to him that is far off, and to him that is near, saith the LORD; and I will heal him.

Psa 40:13  Be pleased, O LORD, to deliver me: O LORD, make haste to help me.
Haste: 2363. chuwsh, koosh; a prim. root; to hurry; fig. to be eager with excitement or enjoyment:--(make) haste (-n), ready.

4116. mahar, maw-har'; a prim. root; prop. to be liquid or flow easily, i.e. (by impl.); to hurry (in a good or a bad sense); often used (with another verb) adv. promptly:--be carried headlong, fearful, (cause to make, in, make) haste (-n, -ily, (be) hasty, (fetch, make ready) X quickly, rash, X shortly, (be so) X soon, make speed, X speedily, X straightway, X suddenly, swift.
